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REGULATION FOR DOCTORAL ACADEMIC STUDIES
I General Provisions
Article 1

(1) This Regulation regulates organization of studies, obligations during studies and other matters of
importance for the third degree of academic studies at the Faculty of Medical Sciences of the University
of Kragujevac (hereinafter: Faculty).

Article 2

(1) Doctoral academic studies (hereinafter: PhD Studies) are carried out based on an accredited study
program lasting three academic years with a volume of 180 ECTS credits.

Article 3

(1) The student is evaluated on the basis of the credits obtained in pre-exam obligations and examination.
(2) Exams are taken in writing (test, problem solving, writing seminar papers) and/or orally. The
examination method is provided for in the course curriculum.

(3) The final grade is formed on the basis of the student's activities in classes and the results achieved in
the written and/or oral exam.

(4) Exam terms include January-February, March, April, May, June, July, September, October, November
and December.

11 PhD Studies Organization
Article 4

(1) The Head, i.e. the Vice Dean for Doctoral Studies, is responsible for the organization and
implementation of doctoral studies and is appointed by the Dean of the Faculty from among the teachers
of the Faculty eligible for mentorship in accordance with the prescribed accreditation standards. If the
Dean fails to designate the Head of Doctoral Studies, the Dean of the Faculty is considered the Head of
Doctoral Studies.
(2) Scope of competence of the Head of Doctoral Studies:
1. in cooperation with the department members, prepares PhD Studies course syllabuses for the
Teaching and Research Council of the Faculty (hereinafter: Faculty Council)
2. organizes and directly monitors the implementation of all forms of teaching in PhD Studies
3. coordinates the work of teachers who teach in the study program and controls teaching plan
implementation in cooperation with the heads of departments
4. participates in the organization and implementation of quality control activities and measures
taken in accordance with the general policies of the Faculty and University



5. performs other tasks related to the organization and implementation of PhD Studies in accordance
with the law, the Faculty's Statute, the University's Statute, the Regulations of the University of
Kragujevac and related University policies governing the field of PhD Studies.

Article 5

(1) The provisions of the Law on Higher Education and other general policies of the Faculty and the
University of Kragujevac (hereinafter: the University) governing these studies apply to doctoral studies,
such as the provisions on the study rules, suspension of rights and obligations during studies, teaching,
examination, evaluation, quality assurance and control, teaching and other textbook literature, as well as
accreditation standards for doctoral study programs of the Commission for Accreditation and Quality
Assurance.

111 Doctoral academic studies admission requirements
Article 6

(1) In the first year of doctoral studies, a person who meets the general conditions given by the
competition for admission to doctoral studies can be enrolled.

(2) Persons with a master's degree who have not become eligible for a scientific title of doctor of science
by defending a doctoral dissertation may apply for admission in the third year of doctoral academic
studies.

(3) Enrollment in doctoral studies is carried out in the manner and according to the procedure prescribed
by the competition announced by the University, in accordance with the law.

Article 7

(1) The Admission Committee shall draw up a preliminary ranking list of candidates for admission to
PhD Studies.

(2) The candidate is entitled to complaint to the result published in the ranking list. The Dean of the
Faculty shall decide on the complaint, based on the opinion of the Admissions Committee, within 24
hours from filing the complaint.

(3) The candidate may file an appeal against the decision of the Dean of the Faculty upon complaint to the
Faculty Council within 24 hours of receiving the decision.

(4) The Faculty Council shall decide on the appeal within 2 days of filing the appeal.

(5) The final ranking list shall be published within the period stipulated in the competition.

(6) A candidate who has met the requirements and is included in the ranking list within the number of
students stipulated in the competition acquires the right to admission.



V First and Second Year of Study
Avrticle 8

(1) In the first semester of the first year of study, students study three compulsory courses and three
elective courses through organized forms of teaching.

(2) After completing the first semester, the doctoral student chooses the topic of the doctoral dissertation
and the mentor/co-mentors.

(3) The Council for Doctoral Studies shall decide on the selection of candidates upon obtaining the
consent of the proposed potential mentor/co-mentors.

(4) In the second and third semesters, the student chooses three elective courses and in parallel with
attending classes, in agreement with a potential mentor/co-mentors, the student begins scientific research
work.

(5) The student acquires the right to enroll in the following year if earning the required number of ECTS
credits prescribed by the law.

(6) The student and a potential mentor/co-mentors defend the doctoral dissertation project before a
committee formed by the Faculty Council for each individual student, an opponent and a reviewer
appointed by the Faculty Council on the proposal of the Committee for Postgraduate Studies and
Scientific Research, the Council for Doctoral Studies and the competent department head.

(7) The requirement for doctoral dissertation project application is that the candidate published as the first
author a paper in extenso in a journal of at least Q3 rating (Scopus classification - the journal rating at the
time of acceptance of the manuscript for publication is considered), approval of the Ethics Committee of
the institution where the candidate performs scientific research if the research requires the Ethics
Committee approval (if the research is carried out in several institutions, individual approval of each
institution is required); signed copyright statement.

(8) The work that the candidate submits as proof of the fulfillment of the requirements for applying for a
doctoral dissertation project, of which he is the first author, must be from the category of original
scientific work, review article or case report.

(9) The department head submits the committee formation proposal and the opponent and reviewer
appointment proposal to the Council for Doctoral Studies through the Postgraduate Studies Office.

(10) The proposed opponent, reviewer and committee members must be on the list of mentors of the
Doctoral Academic Studies.

(11) The opponent and reviewer shall prepare a written review of the defended doctoral dissertation
project, which they submit to the committee chairman.

(12) The doctoral dissertation project defense committee evaluates the scientific merits, methodological
approach, theoretical merits, hypotheses, design and strength of the study, the scope and understanding of
the literature, as well as the answers to the questions asked.

(13) After the defense, the committee evaluates the student, and before recording the grade, the committee
chairman shall communicate the evaluation to the student.

(14) The grade is recorded in the application, record, exam book and student transcript.

(15) Grade 5 (five) shall not be recorded in the student transcript.

(16) After successfully defending the doctoral dissertation project, the candidate files the doctoral
dissertation topic application to the Postgraduate Studies Office.



V Departments in Doctoral Academic Studies
Article 9

(1) Departments in doctoral academic studies comprise all head teachers of courses belonging to the
subject department.

(2) Meetings of doctoral academic studies departments shall be held before the meetings of the Council
for Doctoral Academic Studies.

(3) The department head, in agreement with the mentor/co-mentors and the candidate, shall propose the
members of the committee for doctoral dissertation topic scientific merits evaluation and the members of
the committee for completed doctoral dissertation evaluation to the Council for Doctoral Academic
Studies.

VI Council of the Doctoral Academic Studies Study Program
Article 10

(1) Doctoral dissertation topic proposals submitted by Faculty teachers eligible for mentors shall be
adopted at the first meeting of the Council for Doctoral Academic Studies in the academic year.

(2) Each mentor proposes several doctoral dissertation topics in accordance with their current workload,
i.e. the number of active mentorships.

(3) Eligibility for mentorship, in accordance with the Standards and Guidelines for Doctoral Study
Programs Accreditation, shall be checked by the Faculty's Scientific Research Committee, after which the
teacher is included in the Faculty's list of mentors.

V11 Doctoral Dissertation Topic Application
Article 11

(1) The candidate shall file the doctoral dissertation topic application along with proof of the fulfillment
of the requirement, namely: that the candidate published as the first author a paper in extenso in a journal
of at least Q3 rating (Scopus classification - the journal rating at the time of acceptance of the manuscript
for publication is considered), approval of the Ethics Committee of the institution where the candidate
performs scientific research if the research requires the Ethics Committee approval (if the research is
carried out in several institutions, individual approval of each institution is required); signed copyright
statement.

(2) The paper the candidate submits as proof of the fulfillment of the requirement for doctoral dissertation
topic application, of which he/she is the first author, must be from the category of original scientific
paper, review article or case report.

(3) A doctoral dissertation topic application shall contain the working title of the doctoral dissertation
topic, the name and surname of the proposed mentor, a topic explanation including the subject and
objective of the research, basic initial hypotheses, methods that will be applied in research, a dissertation
plan with an explanation and a list of references. The topic application shall be written in accordance with
the guidelines published on the Faculty website.



(4) Exceptionally, due to the nature of the research, i.e. the doctoral dissertation content, two equal co-
mentors may be proposed.

(5) Along with the doctoral dissertation topic application, the student shall submit a biography, a list of
published scientific and professional papers, i.e. certificates of acceptance of scientific and professional
papers, copies of these papers, references of the proposed mentor/co-mentors, a statement that the
candidate has not applied the proposed topic at another higher education institution in the country and
abroad, a written consent to mentorship of the teacher proposed as a mentor/co-mentor and a certificate of
passed exams and earned ECTSs in PhD Studies.

Article 12

(1) The Faculty Council proposes to the competent University Council the appointment of the chairman
and members of the Committee for writing a report on the evaluation of topic scientific merits and
eligibility of the candidate and the proposed mentor for doctoral dissertation.
(2) The Committee consists of three or five university teachers or associates with a scientific degree from
the relevant field, at least one of whom is not employed at a faculty that is part of the University of
Kragujevac.
(3) A member of the Committee must meet the special requirements for a teacher in the study program of
the doctoral academic studies set the National Council for Higher Education criteria.
(4) The proposed mentor/co-mentors cannot be members of the committee for doctoral dissertation topic
scientific merits evaluation.
(5) The proposal of the Committee members and chairman referred to in paragraph 1 of this article shall
contain a list of representative references for the proposed chairman and each proposed member, proving
their competence to participate in teaching at PhD Studies.
(6) Within 30 days from the date of receipt of the decision forming the Committee and materials, the
Committee for scientific merits evaluation shall submit a report on the evaluation of the doctoral
dissertation topic scientific merits and eligibility of the candidate and mentor/co-mentors in terms of
sufficiently high-quality references from the field of research that guarantee successful research.
(7) The Committee for doctoral dissertation topic scientific merits evaluation shall specifically analyze
the following in the report on the evaluation of the doctoral dissertation topic scientific merits:
1) the scientific approach to the problem and the originality of the draft doctoral dissertation and
the evaluation of the scientific contribution of the final outcome of the paper,
2) to what extent the explanation of the subject, method and objective convincingly indicates that
the proposed topic is significant for the development of science,
3) whether the doctoral dissertation topic explanation allows drawing a conclusion that the idea or
problem analysis method are original,
4) compliance of the definition of the research subject, basic terms, proposed hypothesis, data
sources, analysis methods with the criteria of science with adherence to scientific principles in the
preparation of the final doctoral dissertation version
5) review of the candidate's scientific research work
6) a mentor/co-mentors proposal with their references proving the eligibility for mentorship.
(8) A Committee member has the option not to sign the report, but shall give their own opinion which
must be substantiated and personally signed.



(9) If the Committee is not able to prepare the report within the deadline referred to in paragraph 6 of this
article due to justified reasons, the Committee chairman may submit a reasoned request for deadline
extension to the competent council of the University.

(10) The Faculty shall send the report on the topic scientific merits and eligibility of the candidate and
mentor/co-mentors for doctoral dissertation to the member of the Preliminary Committee of the
University Council from the scientific field of the dissertation topic through the University service.

(11) Upon receiving a positive opinion from the Faculty's Preliminary Committee and a member of the
Preliminary Committee of the competent University council, the report shall be available to the public for
15 days by publishing it on the Faculty's website.

(12) In case of any objections to the report, the Committee shall respond to them within the time limit
stipulated by the University's regulation governing PhD Studies.

(13) After the deadline for public review, the Faculty Council shall consider the report and possible
objections, make a decision on the doctoral dissertation topic scientific merits and approve the proposed
mentor/co-mentors.

(14) The decision of the Faculty Council, the Committee report, any objection with the decision rejecting
the objection as unfounded, and the completed form of the request for consent to the decision adopting the
proposed doctoral dissertation topic, shall be sent to the competent University council for approval.

Avrticle 13
(1) The candidate shall defend the doctoral dissertation within three years from the date of topic approval.

Article 14
(1) The Faculty Council may approve, at the candidate’s request, an extension of the deadline for doctoral
dissertation defense. The candidate shall timely submit a reasoned request for deadline extension before
the expiration of the three-year deadline.

Article 15
(1) Mentor/co-mentors cannot be members of the Committee for completed doctoral dissertation
evaluation and defense.
(2) A mentor can supervise up to five doctoral students at the same time.

V111 Completed Doctoral Dissertation Application

Avrticle 16
(1) A doctoral dissertation is the result of the candidate's independent original scientific research work in
the relevant scientific field.

(2) A doctoral dissertation shall be technically organized in accordance with the University regulation
governing PhD Studies,



(3) The student shall submit a draft version of the doctoral dissertation for the opinion of the mentor/co-
mentors along with proof of fulfillment of the requirements for the defense, i.e. proof that the candidate
has published at least three papers in domestic or foreign journals, of which:
- A) one paper on doctoral dissertation topic, in which the candidate is the first author, published
in a journal with an impact factor that is on the SCI list, Q1 rating (Scopus classification - the
journal rating at the time of acceptance of the manuscript for publication is considered), or
- B) two papers on doctoral dissertation topic, in which the candidate is the first author, published
in a journal with an impact factor that is on the SCI list, Q2 rating (Scopus classification - the
journal rating at the time of acceptance of the manuscript for publication is considered).
Other papers must have been published in journals of at least Q3 rating (Scopus classification - the
journal rating at the time of acceptance of the manuscript for publication is considered).
(4) The doctoral dissertation mentor/co-mentors review and evaluate the draft doctoral dissertation in
terms of layout and content. The mentor/co-mentors shall review all dissertation chapters in detail with
the student and once again point out any errors in the presentation and interpretation of the obtained
results and conclusions so that the candidate can eliminate them.
(5) When the mentor/co-mentors fully accepts the dissertation, the draft version of the dissertation,
together with the report on its acceptance and proof of the fulfillment of the requirements for the defense,
i.e. consent to the completed dissertation, shall be submitted to the Faculty Council through the
Postgraduate Studies Office, with a proposal to form Committee for doctoral dissertation evaluation and
defense.
(6) The Dean, on the proposal of the Head of PhD Studies, forms an expert committee to review the
submitted doctoral dissertation with the authority to return for correction a deficient doctoral dissertation,
i.e. dissertation that does not comply with the regulations of the University of Kragujevac.
(7) The expert Committee shall review the submitted doctoral dissertation with the authority to return for
correction a deficient doctoral dissertation, i.e. dissertation that does not comply with Regulations on
application, preparation and defense of a doctoral dissertation, doctoral art project of the University of
Kragujevac.
(8) If the mentor/co-mentors and the candidate fail to submit a corrected doctoral dissertation in
accordance with the Commission's findings within 30 days from the date of receipt of the findings, the
doctoral dissertation shall be considered withdrawn.
(9) Paper/papers submitted by the candidate and mentor/co-mentors as proof of fulfililment of the
requirements for doctoral dissertation defense, containing the doctoral dissertation results, in which the
candidate is the first author and which was published in a journal with an impact factor that is on the SCI
list, shall be from the original scientific work category.
(10) After a positive evaluation by the expert Committee for dissertation review, the draft doctoral
dissertation shall be sent to the competent University body through the Postgraduate Studies Office for
originality check.

Article 17

(1) The competent University council shall form the Committee for doctoral dissertation evaluation and
defense on the proposal of the Faculty Council.



(2) The Faculty Council shall submit the proposal of the Committee for doctoral dissertation evaluation
and defense to the competent University Council based on the proposal of the Council for Doctoral
Studies and the Committee for Postgraduate Studies and Scientific Research.
(3) The Committee shall comprise three or five university teachers or associates with a scientific title in
the relevant field, at least one of whom is not employed at a faculty that is part of the University of
Kragujevac.
(4) A member of the Committee must meet the special requirements for a teacher in the study program of
the doctoral academic studies set the National Council for Higher Education criteria
(5) The Committee shall submit a report on the doctoral dissertation evaluation within 60 days from the
date of delivery of the materials.
(6) The Committee for doctoral dissertation evaluation shall analyze the following separately in the
completed dissertation evaluation report:

1) doctoral dissertation description

2) doctoral dissertation significance and contribution from the point of view of topicality in a

scientific field

3) assessment that the completed doctoral dissertation is the result of the candidate's original

scientific work in the relevant scientific field

4) review of the candidate's work results in the relevant scientific field,;

5) assessment of the fulfillment of scope and quality against the applied topic

6) doctoral dissertation scientific results

7) applicability of results in theory and practice

8) method of presentation of the results to the scientific public
(7) If the Committee is not able to prepare a report within the deadline referred to in paragraph 5 of this
article due to justified reasons, the chairman of the Committee may submit a reasoned request for
deadline extension, which cannot be longer than 30 days, to the competent University council.
(8) The Committee report and the final doctoral dissertation version shall be available to the public, in an
electronic version on the Faculty's website and in printed form in the Faculty's library, at least 30 days
before the Committee report adoption as well as until dissertation defense.

Article 18

(1) Before making them available for public review, the Faculty shall submit the doctoral dissertation and
the Committee doctoral dissertation evaluation report to the member of the Preliminary Committee of the
University Council in the dissertation scientific field to review the submitted material and check the data
and fulfillment of requirements in accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the University Council.

(2) Upon receiving a positive opinion from the member of the Preliminary Committee, the Faculty where
the doctoral dissertation is defended shall make the doctoral dissertation and the Committee doctoral
dissertation evaluation report available to the public.

(3) The electronic version of the doctoral dissertation in PDF format shall be posted on the Faculty's
website in compliance with the provisions of the law protecting copyright and related rights, the
regulations of the University of Kragujevac governing PhD Studies, as well as the Committee for doctoral
dissertation evaluation and defense report. The Committee report shall also posted in PDF format with the
last report page scanned to clearly show handwritten signatures of the Committee members.



(4) During the period of Committee report and completed doctoral dissertation public review, an
objection may be filed within 30 days from the date of publication on the official website of the Faculty.
(5) The objection shall contain the name and surname, address and handwritten signature of the applicant
and shall be sent to the Teaching and Research Council through the Dean of the Faculty.

(6) Untimely objections shall not be published for public review, but shall be returned unopened to the
person who filed the objection with an indication that the objection is untimely.

(7) The Dean of the Faculty shall reject incomplete or improper objection by a decision. The Dean's
decision may be appealed against with the Faculty Council within 8 days from the day of receipt of the
decision rejecting the objection. The Faculty Council decision shall be considered final.

(8) The Faculty shall make timely and proper objections referred to in paragraph 5 of this article available
to the public, considering the regulations governing personal data protection, and at the same time send it
via email to the chairman of the Committee for doctoral dissertation evaluation and defense, requesting
that the Committee immediately, and no later than within 3 days from the day of receipt of the objection,
submit a written response to it, which becomes an integral part of the report.

(9) The Committee shall respond to all allegations presented in the objection to the Report.

(10) After the expiration of the 30-day period, the Faculty Council shall first consider the filed objections
and make a decision on the objection merits and then, if it rejects the objection as unfounded, it shall
consider the Committee report and make a decision accepting, rejecting or returning the doctoral
dissertation for amendment.

(11) The decision on the objection merits shall be substantiated.

(12) If the Faculty Council approves the objection as well-founded, the doctoral dissertation defense
procedure shall be discontinued until the deficiencies stated in the objection are eliminated.

(13) If the Faculty Council returns the dissertation for amendment and the candidate fails to act upon the
objections and suggestions within 6 months from the day of receiving the notice of such decision, it shall
be considered that the candidate has given up further work on the dissertation.

(14) A rejected doctoral dissertation may not be submitted again by the candidate.

(15) Request for consent to completed doctoral dissertation evaluation report, together with the decision
of the expert Faculty body on report acceptance, as well as the completed doctoral dissertation evaluation
report, with the necessary attachments, a complete doctoral dissertation originality verification report and
the mentor's evaluation of doctoral dissertation originality verification report, shall be submitted to the
competent University Council for approval.

(16) Before the expert Faculty body decision accepting the evaluation report, as well as the completed
doctoral dissertation evaluation report, with the necessary attachments, possible objections and the
Committee's response to the objection, are included in the agenda of the meeting of the competent
University Council, the Preliminary Committee shall once again review the above material and give an
opinion thereon.

Article 19
(1) The candidate shall submit the final doctoral dissertation version in at least 8 bound copies, together

with an identical electronic version, no later than three days before the scheduled meeting of the Faculty
Council at which the adoption of the completed doctoral dissertation evaluation report is to be discussed.



Article 20

(1) After receiving the University consent, the Dean of the Faculty, in agreement with the candidate and
members of the Committee, shall determine the date and time of doctoral dissertation defense, of which
the public and the University shall be notified at least five days before the scheduled defense.

(2) The candidate may abandon doctoral dissertation defense and withdraw the doctoral dissertation no
later than the beginning of the defense.

Article 21

(1) The doctoral dissertation shall include the following signed statements as mandatory:

- a signed declaration of authorship, claiming that there are no parts in the doctoral dissertation infringing
other party copyrights;

- a signed declaration that both versions, printed and electronic, are identical,

- a signed statement authorizing the University Library to store the doctoral dissertation in the electronic,
i.e. digital repository of the University of Kragujevac, and make it available to the public, under the
conditions defined by the license the author opts for.

IX Doctoral Dissertation Defense
Article 22

(1) The doctoral dissertation defense is public and is managed by the chairman of the Committee.

(2) The doctoral dissertation defense can exceptionally be held via a video-conference link in accordance
with the rules prescribed by the University's regulations governing PhD Studies.

(3) The doctoral dissertation defense begins when the chairman of the Committee for Doctoral
Dissertation Evaluation and Defense communicates candidate’s biographical data and concludes that all
requirements for doctoral dissertation defense stipulated in the Law on Higher Education, the Faculty
Statute, the University Statute and the University's regulations have been met.

(4) The candidate then gives a brief summary, ideas, results and conclusions achieved during doctoral
dissertation preparation, and after their presentation, Committee members ask questions, in the order
determined by the Committee, to which the candidate can answer immediately, or after all questions have
been asked.

(5) The candidate has defended their doctoral dissertation if the majority of the Committee members give
a positive opinion.

(6) The chairman of the Committee announces the Committee decision to the candidate and the attendees.
(7) Minutes on the course of doctoral dissertation defense shall be kept and signed by all Committee
members.

(8) If the Committee decides that the doctoral dissertation is not defended, the candidate cannot reapply
the same doctoral dissertation topic.



X Entry into Force
Article 23

(1) This Regulation shall enter into force on the eighth day from the day of publication on the Faculty's
website and shall apply to students enrolled in the first year of study in the 2024/25 academic year.
